o Do these door hangers on as needed basis, not just to do it 
 Maybe a one-time thing 

o Always refer them back to the website 
o Gets to renters also 
o Renters need to know the rules 

 Maybe 40% of the neighborhood is renters 
 Renters won’t visit the website 

o Homeowners are RESPONSIBLE for following the rules 
o Include plans/maps for new housing additions to neighborhood 

• Cracked sidewalk

o Looks like a landscaping crew did it 
o Caused by a homeowner 
o Doesn’t seem to be a safety hazard 

• Gravel and dirt and runoff coming from Rick Freeman’s construction area 
o Jeff will talk to him 
o If he doesn’t take care of it we’ll have to talk to the city and they will fine him 

• Eyesore behind Siena 
o Jeff talk to Rick about this also 

• Rocks along embankment next to private drive behind Siena 
o Talk to homeowner, and if they can’t maintain it, we may have to do it and charge them 
o Gorham will take a look at it 
o Looks difficult or impossible for homeowner to maintain 

• Why no decorations at Farmstone Ridge? 
o Not our property
